	Current Attempts at Reclaiming Ancestral lands and Reinforcing Treaties through Protest:
The Oka Crisis and the Port McNeill Ferry Blockade

	Issue
	Rational / Purpose

	Should people in Canada respond to the legacies of historical globalization?
	This lesson will serve as one of the final explorations of responding to the legacies of imperialism in Canada. Students will take part in a group discussion on the concept of “Activism and Protest” as a response to imperialism by First Nations people. Following the discussion - which will also serve to identify the right to protest as a fundamental freedom constitutionally entrenched in the Charter of Rights and Freedoms – students will take part in a Q&A pertaining to pages 165 – 167. During this Q&A specific focus will be placed on the Oka Crisis and a recent ferry blockade by West Coast First Nations in Port McNeill. These examples will be reinforced with YouTube clips of the events. Students will respond to the videos by answering, “How do you believe protest helps a group of people achieve their goals.” Further explanation of how Aboriginal people are using the legal system to achieve the reclamation of their culture and ancestral grounds will be explored. Finally, students will read independently the section on page 167 titled “Taking Another Path.” Students will respond by identifying and elaborating on one of the Royal Commission on Aboriginal Peoples recommendations. Attention will be placed on the fact that 2 years after the recommendations were made, the government of Canada issued its Statement of Reconciliation – Stephen Harper’s Apology for residential schools...
