	Issue
	Rational / Purpose

	Should people in Canada respond to the legacies of historical globalization?
	As one of the final lessons of Unit 2, this lesson will have students conduct an independent inquiry on answering the question, “How are First Nations People Responding to the Legacies of Historical Globalization?” The question – which closely mirrors the Unit 2 question – will be answered by students through a means of expression of their own choice. Students will be use a selection of links to guide their initial inquiry (available on d2l), but will also be encouraged to use additional links and other sources of information of their own discovery. Specific criteria for completing the assignment is also available on d2l, but has been left largely open to encourage individual and personal choice. Prior to a formal review of unit 2, this lesson and its accompanying assignment will instigate the reflection necessary for the unit 2 final, and answering the Related Issue for unit 2.
