Assign Students to Desks According to Percentages (Population and Landmass)
1. Have students draw what continent they are from and go sit at those desks.

2. Once settled draw students attention to the sizes of the “continents” and that Asia includes the Middle East. (You can have a map of the world up showing the divisions)
3. Talk about population density on the continents, hopefully bringing up that even though there are not that many people in North America but that they live closely together and not in places like the NWT.
