	Issue
	Rational / Purpose

	Does globalization contribute to sustainable prosperity for all people?
	This lesson will serve as a pre-introduction of Unit 3: Implications and Consequences of Globalization by introducing the broad concepts of sustainability, prosperity, environmentalism, transnational corporations, along with highlights of the global economic system which expose the general un-fairness of the world. Students will participate in a class activity and watch Dr. Suess’ The Lorax to meet these objectives. The subsequent lesson will introduce unit 3 in a more formal manner, with highlights from the textbook, concepts and definitions, and illustrative examples that lay down a foundation for students to begin to conceptualize the unit question, “Does globalization contribute to sustainable prosperity for all people?”
