Encouraging Civic Participation Poster Project

For this project, you and your group members will work together to create a visually appealing advertisement for one of the following “public notices”. In doing so, you will communicate that apathy (not caring) is not a condition of people that are selfish, stupid, or lazy, but rather the result of discouraging and intentionally boring design.
Your Task:
1. As a group, decide which public notice you are going to redesign into a visually appealing advertisement.
2. Once you have selected a public notice, work as a group to figure out
a. Who is the notice intended for? Who will it affect? Who should care?
b. What the notice is saying? What is being proposed? What is going to happen?
c. Where is the “what” going to take place? City? Park? Building... etc. Where can people participate in what the notice is saying?
d. When is the notice saying action needs to be taken by? When is the proposed action taking place? When is there an opportunity for citizens to participate?
e. Why is the action the notice is describing taking place? Why does it need to happen? Why should it matter?
Use the answers to these questions to create a write up for the front of your poster...
3. Work together to plan out, design, and create an advertisement out of the public notice. Attach the old notice somewhere on your poster as a sort of “before and after” thing.
a. Your poster should communicate that people should want to get involved in whatever the notice was originally trying to communicate
4. Once your poster is complete, each group member must answer the following questions independently on a piece of lined paper.
a. Based on the original notice your group chose, why do you feel people do not read them and do not get involved in civic issues?
b. If you were a city worker and in charge of alerting citizens in your city about upcoming issues, what would you do?
c. Where would you place or advertise this poster to get people’s attention? Why would this placing work? 
d. How could you alert people to upcoming city issues other than through a poster... explain? 
e. Why is your poster more effective in communicating the who, what, where, when, and why, and ultimately getting people involved in civic issues than the original notices?
Grading of the poster project will be as follows:

Group – Creativity, originality, visual appeal, and design 
– 10 Marks
Group – Content and communication of the who, what, where, when, and why from the original notice 
– 10 Marks
Individual – Completion of the assigned questions 
– 5 Marks
