	Issue
	Rational / Purpose

	Does globalization contribute to sustainable prosperity for all people?
	These lessons will build upon the students emerging understanding of sustainability and prosperity with a specific focus on participation and stewardship. In this lesson, students will create a visually stimulating and engaging poster aimed at increasing participation in a civic issue. Students will create this poster with the intent of expressing their understanding of how many opportunities to become involved and active members of society are presented in such a way that they discourage participation. These points will be drawn out of a 10 – 15 minute lecture / Q&A focused on the textbook and philosophical question of the day, and finally from a TED talk in which Dave Meslin discusses “The Antidote to Apathy”. Collectively, this lesson and project will serve as the underpinning for further lessons in unit 3 aimed at exposing sustainability as a global issue demanding of the students’ generation’s attention.
