Challenges that Affirm Liberalism

	Issue
	Rational / Purpose

	To what extent are the values of liberalism viable?
	In this lesson, students will explore democratic governments attempts to promote liberal attitudes and values, with specific focus on select writings by John Stuart Mill. Students will participate in a class discussion related to an excerpt from Mill’s On Liberty – Of the Liberty of Thought and Discussion. Focus will be drawn to the central concepts of Freedom and Liberty, solidified with definitions and relationship to the Charter OF Rights and Freedoms. The concepts of “Prevailing Opinion” and the “Harm Principle” will also be explored. Following the lecture and class discussion, students will read pages 347 – 358 in their textbooks, which coincides with the content of the lecture. Following, students will use their existing and newly acquired knowledge of the Charter, JS Mill, and moreover the ways in which democratic governments can promote and enhance liberal values to respond to a series of questions on the below detailed handout. Students who finish early will be encouraged to work on assignments not yet handed in.
