	Rational / Purpose

	Should people in Canada respond to the legacies of historical globalization?
	This lesson will serve as a continuation of concepts introduced in subsequent lessons, specifically exploring the economic systenms which gave way to the rise of capitalism. As one of the central concepts of the foundations of historical globalization, understanding the rise of capitalism demands an explaination of mercantilism as the predecessor to what remains the dominant economic theory and practice in North America. Definitions, sources, textbook work, and an inquiry based activity will help clarify the economic practice of mercantilism. Following the activity, a class discussion will be instigated to further enrich the students understanding.
